About Tonight’s Opponent
There are two FDU campuses, the Division I Knights are from the
Teaneck/Hackensack area and are located on the Metropolitan
Campus, and the Division III Devils are on the College of Florham
campus in Madison. In 1942, Dr. Peter Sammartino founded
Fairleigh Dickinson University named for its early benefactor,
Fairleigh S. Dickinson. With 10,000 students FDU is New Jersey’s
largest private university and is picked to finish seventh in the
11-team Northeast Conference. FDU won the NEC regular season
last year but Monmouth won the NEC Championship tourna-
ment. FDU went to the NIT and lost to Manhattan. FDU is 2-0 vs.
the MAAC this year, defeating Saint Peter’s 72-65 and Canisius
85-83 in overtime. The Knights defeated Seton Hall 76-71. FDU
lost to Drexel 80-58, Rider defeated Drexel 89-81. FDU lost at
Stony Brook, 82-58, on Saturday afternoon. Andre Harris led the
Knights with 20 points.



New Coaches
Kevin Baggett and Mike Witcoskie join Dane Fischer as
assistant coaches on the Rider staff this winter.  Baggett
has been a Division I assistant coach for over a decade,
and came to Rider from UMBC. He has also worked at
James Madison, Howard, Western Kentucky and Coastal
Carolina. Baggett played for St. Joseph’s in Philadelphia
and grew up in Burlington, NJ. His brother Bill played for
Rider in 1985-86.
Witcoskie comes to Rider from Wilkes University, where
he was an assistant coach for two years. Witcoskie played
at Susquehanna, where he graduated Magna Cum Laude
as a Biology major, and grew up in Palmyra, PA.

Head Coach Tommy Dempsey
Tommy Dempsey was named the Head Coach of the Rider
University men’s basketball team in April of 2006, after
serving the 2005-2006 season as the Interim Head Coach.
It was an easy decision for the Rider administration to
make. Ever since taking his place on the Rider bench as an
assistant coach prior to the 2003-2004 season, Dempsey
has shown that he was destined for this job. That proved
evident his very first season. Having never lost a home
game as a head coach (46-0), Dempsey continued that
streak as the Rider assistant coaches took over the team
trailing MAAC champion Manhattan by the score of 11-2,
and won at the Sovereign Bank Arena in the final week of
the 2003-04 season. Dempsey, 32, is the third youngest
head basketball coach on the Division I level of the NCAA,
behind Dane Fife (27), the head coach at the Indiana
University Purdue University at Fort Wayne, and Jeff
Capel (31), the head coach at the University of Oklahoma.

Meet the New Broncs
Rider has four new faces in uniform this season, junior Joel
Green and freshmen Patrick Mansell, Robbie Myers and
Ryan Thompson.  Green comes to Rider from Cecil
Community College in North East, Maryland, where he
averaged 13.3 points, 9.4 rebounds and 2.1 blocked
shots per game.  Mansell graduated second on the all-time
scoring list at Cheltenham High School with 1869 points,
second only to brother Harris.  Myers compiled over
1100 points at Crestwood High School, including 14.4
points and 9.7 rebounds for his 27-3 squad last year.
Thompson was the Burlington County Player of the Year
and a First Team All-South Jersey selection last year at
Lenape High School, and teamed with older brother Jason
to lead the 2004 team to a 28-0 season.

Next Time Out
The Broncs travel to South Bend, Indiana to take on the
Fighting Irish of Notre Dame Thursday, December 28.

Last Time Out
The Broncs lost at Villanova Wednesday night. Villanova
led 34-25 before out-scoring Rider 12-0 over the final
4:30 of the first half to take a 46-25 lead at halftime, and
then scored the first 10 points of the second half to take a
commanding 56-25 lead. Rider junior Jason Thompson
(Mt. Laurel/Lenape) picked up his third foul with 5:10 left
in the first half of a 32-23 game and finished with 14
points and three rebounds in 25 minutes of action. Senior
Terrance Mouton (Lafayette, LA/Acadiana) led the
Broncs with 16 points, four assists and four rebounds.

Good Start
The Broncs began the season 4-1 and were 6-2 before
losing at Siena. The last time Rider began a season 6-2
was 1997-98, when the Broncs began 8-1 and were 9-2.
Rider finished that 18-win season in the NIT. Dempsey Wins 100th

Rider head coach Tommy Dempsey collected his 100th
college coaching victory in Rider’s win over Drexel
November 27. Coach Dempsey is now 102-36 as a
college head coach, including 88 wins on the junior
college level and 14 wins at Rider.

Rider vs. FDU
The Broncs and Knights have met 47 times since the
series began in 1952-53, with FDU holding a slight 24-23
lead in the series. FDU won the last meeting, 76-74 on
December 9, 2004 in Rider’s Alumni Gym. Rookie Jason
Thompson scored with 7.7 second left to cut the lead to
76-74, but that was as close as the Broncs could get.
Rider lost here at FDU 67-60 on December 30, 2003.
Rider defeated FDU 78-73 on December 30, 1999 here
at Rothman. The Broncs are 1-2 vs. FDU since joining
the MAAC. During the five year Rider and FDU were
NEC rivals, 1992-93 to 1996-97, Rider was 9-2 against
the Knights, including a semi-final playoff win in 1995.

Happy New Year
The Broncs ring in the new year with a home game
Tuesday, January 2 against MAAC-rival Fairfield.

Rider has won 101 of its last 134 games in the Broncs’
Zoo (.756), including 3-1 this year and five wins last
year.  Rider finished 8-2 in Alumni Gym in 2005. Rider
finished 8-2 in Alumni Gym in 2004. Rider finished 8-6
at home in 2003, 7-5 in Alumni Gym and 1-1 at the
Sovereign Bank Arena. Rider was 9-1 in Alumni
Gymnasium in 2002. Rider finished 10-2 in Alumni
Gymnasium in 2001. Rider won 72 of 89 games (.809)
in Alumni Gym, and 21 of 24 (.875) before losing two
overtime home games in 2003, one in triple overtime.

Rider on the Road
The Broncs are 3-3 on the road this season, already
surpassing last season’s road game win total. Rider was 2-
12 on the road last season, winning at Monmouth Decem-
ber 3 and at Canisius January 27. Rider was 7-6 on the
road in 2005, 5-9 in 2004, 4-9 in 2003, 7-7 in 2002, 6-8
in 2001, 4-9 in 2000, 2-12 in 1999 and 7-7 in 1998.

Home Away from Home, Trenton’s Sovereign
Bank Arena
Rider will host the 2009 MAAC Championship Tourna-
ment in Mercer County’s Sovereign Bank Arena. The
SBA was the site of the 2003 MAAC Championship
Tournament and the 2006 Women’s NCAA Champion-
ship Tournament First and Second rounds, and will be
the site of the Women’s NCAA Regional in 2009 and
the Women’s NCAA First and Second rounds in 2010.
The Broncs lost their only game in the SBA last season
to Villanova. Rider was 0-1 in the SBA in 2004-2005,
1-2 in the SBA in 2003-2004, and is 3-11 lifetime in the
SBA.  In 2003-2004 the Broncs defeated Manhattan
57-56 on a buzzer-beating lay-up. The Broncs defeated
Princeton in the SBA on December 18, 2002. Rider
played three games in the SBA in 2001-2002 and
defeated Delaware. Rider played the first-ever men’s
basketball game in the SBA, against Rutgers.

Conference
This is Rider’s tenth season in the Metro Atlantic Athletic
Conference. Rider is 86-78 in conference play since joining
the MAAC, including 1-1 this year. Rider finished the 1998
regular season 12-6 in the MAAC, good for second place
in the conference that was ranked 12th according to the RPI
index.

This was the fourth time in
the last five years that Rider opened MAAC play with
Iona.

Richard “Digger” Phelps ‘64. Played basketball and
golfed at Rider, coached basketball at University of
Notre Dame, currently works with ESPN, member of
Rider Athletics Hall of Fame.

Clair  Bee. An accounting professor, founded Rider
varsity sports in 1928-29 and coached football, basketball
and baseball. Compiled a 53-7 three-year record in
basketball before moving on to LIU, where he won
National Championships. A member of the Naismith
Basketball Hall of Fame, Bee wrote the popular Chip
Hilton books and invented the shot clock and the three-
second rule.

Dick Kuchen ‘66. Graduated from Rider as the career
leader in rebounds and was fifth in career
scoring, made the winning fouls shots as Rider upset
NYU. Was the head coach at Cal-Berkley and Yale.

Harry Gamble ’52 Captained the last football team at
Rider (1951) and went on to be President of the Philadel-
phia Eagles.

Jack Armstr ong. An All-American pitcher for Rider in
1985 as a sophomore, went on to start the 1990 Major
League All-Star game as a rookie pitcher for the World
Champion Cincinnati Reds.

Jack Madden ’65. Graduated from Rider as the career
leader in points and rebounds in basketball and was 20-5
as a Bronc pitcher on the baseball team. Went on to
enjoy a long career as an NBA referee, including 25
NBA championship series games.

Jason Thompson was named to the 25-player
collegeinsider.com Mid-Major All-America team. Other
members of the team included Trey Johnson of Jackson
State, Jared Jordan of Marist, Chris McNaughton of
Bucknell, Dominick Mejia of Drexel, and Ibrahim Jaaber of
Penn. Thompson is one of only five juniors on the team.
Division I coaches and NBA scouts were part of the
selection process.

Race to 1,000
Senior Terrance Mouton entered the 2006-07 season with
741 points, and now needs 132 points to reach 1,000. Jason
Thompson entered his junior season with 722 points and
now needs 79 points for 1,000, and now has 543 career
rebounds.

Captain Walk-On
Junior Kevin Hickman made the 2004-05 team as a walk-
on, and was named co-captain of the 2006-07 team. The
last time a walk-on was named a Rider captain was in
1995-96, when Jeff Parker was elected co-captain as a
senior after making the 1993-94 team as a walk-on sopho-
more. Parker became the subject of an ESPN feature
story.

Ryan Thompson Career Night
Freshman Ryan Thompson compiled career highes in
points, rebounds, assists, steals, blocks, field goals made,
field goals attempted, three-point field goals made and
minutes played in the win over Drexel, his fifth collegiate
game.

Green Career Nights
Junior transfer Joel Green enjoyed a career game in the
win over Northeastern, compiling 11 points, five rebounds
in 28 minutes played and came back and bettered those
numbers the next game with 15 points in 40 minutes of
action in the overtime win against Drexel.

Thompson is Doubling Up
Jason Thompson compiled a ‘double-double’ with 10
points and 11 rebounds to begin the 2006-07 season at
NJIT, compiled 24 points and 11 rebounds in the victory
over Drexel, compiled 29 points and 13 rebounds against
Monmouth, added 23 points and 12 rebounds at
Binghamton and compiled 22 points and 12 rebounds at
Siena for his 18th career ‘double-double.

Thompsons Double Trouble for Dragons
Jason and Ryan Thompson teamed up to compile 40
points, 20 rebounds, five blocks and five assists in a
victory over Drexel. The brothers made 16 of 19 foul
shots and 11 of 23 field goal attempts.

Myers Career Day
Freshman Robbie Myers made all three of his field goal
attempts and grabbed two rebounds in his nine minutes of
action in the win at Binghamton.

Mansell Far Sighted?
Harris Mansell has made 23 of 43 three-point field goal
attempts (.535) but just 14 of 34 two-point field goal
attempts (.433) this season.

Mouton Giving More Assistance
Senior Terrance Mouton has more assists (45) than field
goals (42) this year. BEFORE this season, Mouton had
55 more field goals than assists, with 243 career field
goals and 188 assists.

Vosilla Career Night
Sophomore Kevin Vosilla enjoyed a career night in the
season opener at NJIT, compiling six points, six rebounds,
three field goals made in four attempts in 17 minutes, all
career highs.

Mouton Career Night
Senior Terrance Mouton scored 22 points in the MAAC
win over Iona. That was the third time Mouton has
scored 22 points in a game. He scored 22 points in
MAAC games against Fairfield and Saint Peter’s last
season.

What Uniform Number Will Mouton Wear?
Senior Terrance Mouton has worn three different
uniform numbers so far this season. When his #22 was
bloodied in the home opener, he finished the game
wearing #12 and scored the game-winning basket to
defeat Northeastern. Prior to the Siena game Mouton’s
cranberry colored away jersey was the victim of a
laundry accident and for the last two games Mouton
wore #55. Mouton looks to remain #55 until his #22 can
be replaced.



Academic Achievement
On December 7 Rider honored 164 student-athletes
who excelled in the classroom in the Spring of 2006 as
part of Academic Achievement Night. Of the 164, 13
achieved a 4.0. The volleyball team had a 3.6 team
grade point average, the highest of the 20 Rider teams,
and was one of 54 NCAA Division I teams to receive
the Game Plan/AVCA Team Academic Award. The
Rider wrestling team ranked 18th in the nation in team
grade point average for the second consecutive
season, and the Rider field hockey team was one of 48
Division I teams to be honored for having a team grade
point average above 3.0.

Name Change RU
Rider was founded in 1865 as Trenton Business
College and moved out to the suburbs of
Lawrenceville in the early 1960s. Known as Rider
College for many years, Rider officially became Rider
University on April 13, 1994.

Streaking Broncs
The Broncs had a four game winning streak this
season, from November 18-27. Rider enjoyed four
different four-game winning streaks during the 2004-
05 season. The last time Rider won five in a row was
during the 2001-02 season when Rider won seven
straight between January 17 and February 8.

Thompsons From the Line
Brothers Jason and Ryan Thompson have combined
to make 76 of 94 foul shots (.807), more than half of
the team’s total.

Welcome Back Warner
Junior Kam Warner was suspended for two
games, the Delaware and Northeastern games,
due to violation of team policy, Coach Dempsy
announced, and against Drexel Warner came in
off the bench and hit a key three-point field goal in
the Broncs victory.

Shirt is Red, Not Cranberry
Freshman Patrick Mansell will red-shirt the
2006-07 season, Coach Dempsey announced.

Barney’s Back
Sophomore Barney Anderson suffered a stress fracture of his
fifth metatarsal (little toe) and was expected to be sidelined
until the first of the new year, but has progressed well enough
to be activated for the Villanova game December 20, and
played 16 minutes.

Rider Against Conferences
The Broncs are 3-0 against the Colonial Athletic Association
this year, defeating Delaware, Northeastern and Drexel.
Rider is 2-0 against America East (Boston U, Binghamton),
0-1 against the Northeast Conference (Monmouth), 0-1
against the BIG EAST (Villanova) and 0-1 against Indepen-
dents (NJIT).

Sibling Rivalries
The Rider University department of athletics has 11 sets of
siblings competing in intercollegiate athletics. Two of the
ten are on the men’s basketball team, junior Jason and
freshman Ryan Thompson, and sophomore Harris and
freshman Patrick Mansell. Assistant coach Kevin
Baggett’s brother Bill Baggett was a Bronc basketball
player 1985-86.

Young Guns
Not only are the Broncs led by the third youngest head coach in
Division I, Rider is one of the youngest teams in the MAAC
with just one senior and only one junior who entered this season
having started more than four games.

National Stats
Junior Jason Thompson is eighth in the nation in rebounding,
23rd in scoring and 47th in blocked shots. As a team, Rider is
17th in free throw shooting percentage.

MAAC Awards
Jason Thompson was the co-winner of the MAAC
Player of the Week award for November 27-Decem-
ber 3. Thompson averaged 25.3 points, 12.0 rebounds,
2.6 blocks and 2.3 assists over three games last week,
leading the Broncs to a 2-1 week. Thompson is a
Preseason First Team All-MAAC selection this year.
Last season Thompson was a Second Team All-
MAAC pick, and Lamar Johnson was a member of
the 2006 MAAC All-Rookie team.



Broncs Buck Blue Hens
Junior Jason Thompson (Mt. Laurel/Lenape) compiled 27
points and nine rebounds, and sophomore Harris Mansell
(Cheltenham, PA) added 19 points and seven rebounds, to
lead Rider to victory at Delaware November 21.  Holding a
53-45 lead, Rider went on a 9-3 run, six points by Thompson,
to take a 62-48 lead with 9:20 left to play.  Trailing 69-54,
Delaware went on a 10-2 run to cut the lead to 71-64 with
1:19 left to play, but that was as close as the Blue Hens
could get.   Rider made six of eight foul shots in the final
1:06, three by Mansell, to preserve the victory. Holding a 25-
20 lead, Rider out-scored Delaware 10-0, six points by senior
Terrance Mouton (Lafayette, LA/Acadiana), to take a 35-20
lead with 3:30 left in the first half. Mouton finished with 18
points and four assists.

Broncs Beat BU
Sophomore Harris Mansell (Cheltenham, PA) compiled a
career-high 20 points and eight rebounds, and made four of
four foul shots in the final 44 seconds of the game, to lead
Rider to victory at Boston U. November 18. Junior Jason
Thompson (Mt. Laurel/Lenape) added a game-high 22 points,
including 15 in the first half, and eight rebounds. Trailing 54-
51, Rider went on a 9-0 run to take a 60-54 lead with :57 left.
Mansell made a three-pointer to tie the score for the ninth time
of the game with 3:00 remaining, sophomore Kevin Vosilla
(Massapequa, NY) made his first field goal of the game to give
Rider a 56-54 lead, and senior Terrance Mouton (Lafayette, LA/
Acadiana) followed with a field goal to give Rider a 58-54 lead
with 1:50 left to play. Vosilla then made his first two foul shots
of season to give Rider a 60-54 lead. Sophomore Lamar
Johnson (Scranton, PA/Scranton) added nine points, all in the
first half. Rider trailed 28-19 with 7:02 left in the first half before
going on a 16-4 run to take a 35-32 lead with 1:05 left before
half time. A three-point field goal by Mansell tied the score at
32-32, and the Broncs took a 35-32 lead on a three-point field
goal by Johnson. Rider led 35-34 at intermission.

Rider Drops Opener
Rider dropped the season opener 63-52 at NJIT on November 14.
In that game, both teams shot under 40 percent from the field.
The score was tied at 21-21 at halftime. Rider led 32-31 with 15
minutes left to play before NJIT went on an 11-1 run to take a 42-
33 lead with 11 minutes left. That was the ninth and final lead
change of the game. Terrance Mouton and Harris Mansell each
scored 13 points, while Mansell grabbed a career-high seven
rebounds. Jason Thompson had 10 points and 11 rebounds but
played just 27 minutes before fouling out. Rider Wins Home Opener

Senior Terrance Mouton (Lafayette, LA/Acadiana) scored a
lay-up with five seconds left to give Rider a victory over
Northeastern in the Bronc home opener. November 25. The
victory was the third in a row for Rider. Mouton finished with
nine points. Trailing 19-13, Rider went on a 16-1 run, eight
points from sophomore Lamar Johnson (Scranton, PA/
Scranton), to take a 29-20 lead with 6:39 left in the first half.
Johnson finished with 12 points off the bench. Sophomore
Harris Mansell (Cheltenham, PA) compiled 12 points and
seven rebounds for Rider. Junior Jason Thompson (Mt.
Laurel/Lenape) added 12 points and a nine rebounds, along
with a career-high seven assists. Freshman Ryan Thompson
(Mt. Laurel/Lenape) added 12 points and junior Joel Green
(Philadelphia, PA/Harrison) added a career-high 11 points. The
Broncs have won nine of their last 11 Alumni Gym home
openers.

Rider Slays Dragons
Rider extended its winning streak to four games with an
overtime victory over Drexel November 27.  Freshman Ryan
Thompson (Mt. Laurel/Lenape) scored 16 points, six in
overtime, to lead Rider to victory. Trailing 75-67, Rider out-
scored Drexel 8-0 over the final 1:05 of regulation, and Ryan
Thompson’s three-point field goal with six seconds left sent
the game into overtime. In overtime, Rider took an 81-77 lead
on a jumper by Ryan Thompson, and an 85-79 lead on two foul
shot by Ryan Thompson. Junior Jason Thompson (Mt. Laurel/
Lenape), Ryan’s older brother, compiled 24 points and 11
rebounds, making a career-high 14 of 17 foul shots. It was
Jason Thompson’s 15th career double-double and second of
the season. Rider had five players score in double figures for
the second consecutive game. Sophomore Harris Mansell
(Cheltenham, PA) compiled 17 points and eight rebounds,
junior Joel Green (Philadelphia, PA/Harrison) scored 15 points,
and senior Terrance Mouton (Lafayette, LA/Acadiana) added
11 points and five assists. The victory gave head coach
Tommy Dempsey a college coaching record of 100-33, includ-
ing 88 wins on the junior college level.



Broncs Big at Binghamton
Sophomore Lamar Johnson (Scranton, PA/Scranton) scored
16 points off the bench, 13 in the final six minutes of the
game, to lead Rider to a come-from-behind victory at
Binghamton Saturday afternoon. The victory is Rider’s third
consecutive road win. Binghamton led 58-54 with six minutes
left before Rider went on a 15-2 run, 13 points by Johnson, to
take a 69-60 lead with 3:12 remaining. Johnson made consecu-
tive three-point field goals to give Rider a 60-58 lead with 5:00
left, Rider’s first lead since leading 29-27 in the first half.
Rider made 10 of 11 foul shots in the final 2:48 to preserve the
victory. Trailing 53-45, Rider went on a 9-1 run, all nine
scored by junior Jason Thompson (Mt. Laurel/Lenape), to tie
the score at 54-54 with 7:27 remaining. Thompson compiled
his 17th career-double-double with 23 points and 12 rebounds.

Hawks Escape in Zoo
Rider saw its four-game winning streak come to an end with a
home loss to Monmouth November 30.  Monmouth scored a
lay-up with :05 remaining for the winning basket. Trailing 64-
59, Monmouth made back-to-back baskets to cut the lead to
64-63 with 1:06 left. Monmouth scored with :18 left to cut the
lead to 66-65, and then stole the Rider inbounds pass and set
up the winning basket. With the score tied at 58-58, Rider
went on a 6-1 run to take a 64-59 lead. For the Broncs, junior
Jason Thompson (Mt. Laurel/Lenape) scored a career-high 29
points and grabbed a game-high 13 rebounds for his 16th

career double-double. Monmouth led 48-43 before the Broncs
made three three-point field goals, out-scoring Monmouth 11-
3 to take a 54-51 lead with 6:10 remaining. The game featured
six lead changes and 11 ties. Feshman Ryan Thompson (Mt.
Laurel/Lenape) compiled 13 points, while sophomore Harris
Mansell (Cheltenham, PA) added 10 points and seven
rebounds.

Broncs Win MAAC Opener with Iona
Senior Terrance Mouton (Lafayette, LA/Acadiana) scored 22
points, 17 in the second half, to lead Rider to a Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference victory over Iona Thursday. Holding a 50-
47 lead, Rider out-scored Iona 15-4, eight points by Mouton, to
take a 65-51 lead with 3:01 left to play. The 22 points tied
Mouton’s career high. The score was tied at 25-25 at half time.
Iona took a 31-26 lead before the Broncs went on a 13-3 run,
capped by a Mouton three-pointer, to take a 39-34 lead with
13:23 left to play. That was the seventh and final lead change of
the game. Junior Jason Thompson (Mt. Laurel/Lenape) added 16
points, making eight of 11 foul shots, and eight rebounds.

Broncs Fall at Siena
The Broncs lost a back and forth, Metro Atlantic Athletic
Conference game to Siena at the Pepsi Arena December 9.

Siena
led 38-31 before Rider scored the final seven points of the first
half, all by Jason Thompson, including a three-pointer at the
buzzer, to tie the score 38-38 at the half. Senior Terrance Mouton
(Lafayette, LA/Acadiana) added 15 points and six assists for the
Broncs and sophomore Harris Mansell (Cheltenham, PA) added
12 points, as four Broncs scored in double figures. Mouton
made back-to-back three pointers to give Rider a 55-53 lead with
11:43 remaining. Rider freshman Ryan Thompson (Mt. Laurel/
Lenape) compiled 12 points, nine rebounds, four assists and
four steals.
