League and return 14 letterwinners, including four starters.  The
Black Knights finished 2005-06 first in the Patriot with an 11-3
record and finished 20-11 overall, advancing to the NCAA
Championship Tournament.  Army (12-2) enters tonight’s game
having defeated Central Connecticut State 77-64 on December
31st.  Army is currently on a seven-game winning streak...This is
the fourth meeting between Rider and Army with the Broncs
holding a 2-1 series lead.  The last meeting between the two
teams was during the 2000-01 season when Army defeated the
Broncs 61-47 on December 2, 2000, in the fifth game of the
season.

New Coach
Leah Frazier Dixon joined the Bronc coaching staff in June
coming from Washburn High in Minnesota.  Frazier Dixon is a
1987 graduate of Tennessee Tech University.

Head Coach Tori Harrison
Rider head coach Tori Harrison, who twice led Louisiana Tech
University to the Final Four as a player, and helped both George
Washington University and Clemson University to NCAA
Tournament appearances as an assistant coach is in her third
season as head coach at Rider.  The former MEAC Coach of the
Year, Harrison is the 18th head coach in the 68-year history of the
sport at Rider.

Meet the New Broncs
Rider has six new faces in uniform this season, junior Kelli
Sawyer and freshmen Ashley Anderson, Melissa Kowalczyk, Ilda
Llamas, Amanda Sepulveda and Stephanie Wisniewski.  Sawyer,
who played at Long Island University in 2004-05 sat out last
season as a transfer.  At LIU, Sawyer led the Blackbirds in
minutes played, rebounding, assists per game and steals.
Anderson, a 6-0 forward played at East Orange High averaging
15 points and 12 rebounds as a senior.  Kowalczyk, a 6-2 center,
played at Jamestown High leading her team to the Virginia AA
State Championship.  Llamas, a 6-3 center, played as a senior at
West Hills High in Santee California.  Sepulveda, a 5-5 guard, was
the all-time leading scorer at Pearth Amboy High with 1,282
points before spending last season at the Hun School averaging
13.8 points.  Wisniewski earned All-Academy League honors at
Villa Joseph Marie High, averaging 10 points, 10 rebounds and
three blocks per game as a senior.

You’ve gotten so much taller since the last time

The Broncs average height last season was 5-9.  With a most
ever five six-footers now on the roster, the average height of the
team has grown to 5-10.

Census
The 2006-07 opening day roster consisted of two seniors, two
juniors, four sophomores and five freshmen.

The Young and the Restless
Freshman center Stephanie Wisniewski started her first
collegiate game against Rice on Sunday, November 12.  This
marked the second season in a row that a rookie was in the
opening day lineup.  Current sophomores Maura Gillooly
and Danielle Costantino both started their first collegiate
game against the University of Maine on November 18, 2005.

Welcome Back
The Broncs welcomed back the top five scorers from the
2005-06 squad, including junior guard Janele Henderson who
led the team, averaging 10.1 points per game as a sophomore.

Never Board
Senior Kara Borel leads the team in rebounds, averaging 4.8
per game after leading the team as a junior, averaging 7.1
rebounds per game, including a team-high 58 rebounds on
the offensive glass during the 2005-06 season.

Stop Thief
Ten different Broncs have at least four steals so far this
season.

Numbers Don’t Lie
67% of the 2005-06 Bronc wins came at home in Alumni Gym.

Scoring in the Community
During the month of November, the women’s basketball team,
along with seven of the varsity teams at Rider, collected food
for the campus wide Thanksgiving Basket Drive.  The group
of teams, along with the department of athletics donated 14
baskets overall in the effort, organized by the Center for
Multicultural Affairs and Community Service at Rider...On
October 29, the Rider women’s basketball team participated in
the Susan G. Komen Race for the Cure event in Lawrenceville,
New Jersey.  During the seven hour event, the team volun-
teered at the children’s tent to paint faces and also helped
the organizers run the children’s races at the end of the
event.  Over 15,000 participated in the event to raise money
and awareness to cure breast cancer.  In September, the team
coordinated a school supply donation drive for the
Hedgepeth/Williams School in Trenton, New Jersey.  The
team visited the school and personally delivered the donated
supplies including pens, pencils, crayons, loose leaf paper,
folders and glue sticks.

Not an afternoon delight
The Broncs lost to Loyola the afternoon of December 10 and
have dropped 19 straight afternoon games.  The last Bronc day
game win was in the MAAC Playoffs against Loyola on March 3,
2005.  Known as the ‘it’s good’ game, Becky Hower hit a 26-foot
three-pointer at the buzzer to give Rider the win.

Have a Happy, Healthy New Year
For the first time since the opening game, the Broncs are
expected to dress at least 12 players with the return of Kelli
Sawyer.  Freshman Ilda Llamas has missed the last 11 games due
to a back injury and will not play tonight against Army.  Sawyer
left the Monmouth game with three minutes left in the first half
with a left shoulder injury and did not return.  Sawyer missed
three games before playing at Saint Peter’s.  Sawyer turned an
ankle against Loyola and missed the last five games (22 days)
before practicing yesterday.  Jenn Fabbi missed the St.
Bonaventure game with a wrist injury but is expected to be in the
lineup tonight.  Freshman Melissa Kowalczyk missed the
Princeton game with an eye infection but dressed for the game
against UMBC.  Freshman Amanda Sepulveda returned to the
lineup against Monmouth after missing the opening game
against Rice with a sprained ankle.

Eighth isn’t enough
Bronc senior Kara Borel entered the season with 589 rebounds,
eighth all-time on the career rebounding list and moved up to
the fifth spot (628 rebounds) with a four rebound effort against
UMBC.  Borel passed Leanne Moore (2002-2005)  who pulled
down 624 boards.  Borel currently has 647 boards and is
gaining on Pam Durkin (1993-97) for fourth all-time (662
rebounds).  On her current pace averaging 200 rebounds a
season, Borel should end her career third all-time behind
Jessica Beck (1,023 boards from 1993-1996) and Kelly Eckardt
(848 boards 1987-1990).  Both Beck and Eckardt are members of
the Rider Athletics Hall of Fame.

Minute Women
10 of the 13 Broncs on the roster are averaging double-digits in
minutes played this season with five averaging over 20 minutes a
game.

Drew’s a Hoya
Former Rider radio color analyist Drew Wiseman, who spent four
seasons covering the women’s basketball team and working in
the sports information office graduated from Rider in the Spring
of 2006 and is currently working in the sports information office
at Georgetown University.

That 70’s show
Against Monmouth on November 17, Rider broke the 70 point
mark.  It was the first 70 point game for Rider since February 5,
2005 when the Broncs defeated Saint Peter’s 75-69, a span of 38
games.  It took the Broncs only three games to do it again as
Rider posted 76 points against La Salle on December 2.  The
offensive total against the Explorers was the highest point total
since the Broncs dropped 78 on Saint Peter’s January 8, 2005.
The Broncs hit the 70-point mark for the third time this season at
Wagner on December 29, scoring 71 against the Seahawks.

Tough Schedule
Two of Rider’s first four games in 2006-07 were against teams
that advanced to the WNIT during the 2005-06 season.  The
Broncs lost to Hofstra on Sunday, November 26 (05-06 WNIT
1st round) and lost to Rice (05-06 WNIT 2nd round) in the
season opener on November 12.  Tonight the Broncs face
Army which advanced to the NCAA Tournament, representing
the Patriot League and the Broncs face MAAC champion and
NCAA tournament participant Marist on January 8, 2007 &
February 19, 2007.

Mini-Tournament
Rice which opened the season at Monmouth November 10th
played Rider November 12th.  Rider, after facing Rice November
12, played at Monmouth November 17th.

Moving off Skid Row
Rider broke a 14 game skid dating back to the 2005-06 season
with the 71-59 win at Wagner Friday, December 29.  Rider’s last
home win was against Niagara on January 12, 2006.

Ya-Ba-Double-Do
Sophomore Shaunice Parker scored her first career ‘double-
double’ with 15 points and 12 rebounds against UMBC on
December 19, 2006.

Ya-Ba-Double-Do - Two
Freshman Ashley Anderson notched her first career ‘double-
double’ with 14 points and 10 rebounds at Wagner on December
29, 2006.  Anderson joins current sophomore Shaunice Parker
(once) and senior Kara Borel (seven times) as the only Broncs
with a ‘double-double’ in their Rider career.



Rider Alumni
Former Broncs you may have heard of:

Richard “Digger” Phelps ‘64. Played basketball and golfed at
Rider, coached basketball at University of Notre Dame,
currently works with ESPN, member of Rider Athletics Hall of
Fame.

Clair  Bee. An accounting professor, founded Rider varsity
sports in 1928-29 and coached football, basketball and
baseball. Compiled a 53-7 three-year record in basketball before
moving on to LIU, where he won National Championships. A
member of the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame, Bee wrote the
popular Chip Hilton books and invented the shot clock and the
three-second rule.

Dick Kuchen ‘66. Graduated from Rider as the career leader in
rebounds and was fifth in career scoring, made the winning
fouls shots as Rider upset NYU. Was the head coach at Cal-
Berkley and Yale.

Harry Gamble ’52 Captained the last football team at Rider
(1951) and went on to be President of the Philadelphia Eagles.

Jack Armstr ong. An All-American pitcher for Rider in 1985 as
a sophomore, went on to start the 1990 Major League All-Star
game as a rookie pitcher for the World Champion Cincinnati
Reds.

Jack Madden ’65. Graduated from Rider as the career leader in
points and rebounds in basketball and was 20-5 as a Bronc
pitcher on the baseball team. Went on to enjoy a long career as
an NBA referee, including 25 NBA championship series games.

Against La Salle on December 2, five Broncs scored in double-
digits.  The last time this occured was at Canisius on February 24,
2002, a span of 118 games and 1,743 days.

Last season, Rider had six players average between 6.2 and 10.1
points per game.  This season, nine players are averaging
between 3.5 and 9.3 ppg.

Eight is enough
Senior Kara Borel shot a perfect eight for eight from the free-
throw line against La Salle on December 2.

Just a Second
The Broncs have out-scored their opponents five out of 12
games in the second half.

A perfect 10
Rider had 10 steals in back to back games, against Loyola on
December 10 and at Saint Peter’s on December 8.  The Broncs
have had at least 10 steals in a game five times in 12 games.

That’s Foul
Loyola attempted 25 more free throws than Rider on December 10
as the Broncs committed 24 fouls in the game, compared to the
Greyhounds 13.

Dirty Dozen
The Broncs have lost three games by exactly 12 points this
season and posted a 12 point win on December 29 at Wagner.

Gillooly / Sepulveda / Fabbi must be
far-sighted
Sophomore Maura Gillooly, freshman Amanda Sepulveda and
sophomore Jenn Fabbi all have more three-point field goals than
two-point field goals.  Gillooly has 13 from three and 12 from two,
Sepulveda has eight from three and seven from two and Fabbi
has three from three-point range and zero from two-point range.

Henderson’s Heroics
Junior Janele Henderson scored a career-high 21 points and
added four assists in 38 minutes of action as Rider defeated
Wagner 71-59 on December 29, 2006.

This season, the Broncs have had TWO players start every game
and have used only three different starting lineups overall,
Anderson~Borel~Henderson~Gillooly~Sepulveda twice,
Borel~Henderson~Parker~Welborn~Wisniewski eight times and
Borel~Henderson~Sawyer~Welborn~Wisniewski two times.

Four Score and Six Games Ago...
Five different Broncs had exactly FOUR points, six games ago
against Loyola on December 10.

Block Party
Rider blocked 10 shots at Saint Peter’s on December 8, 2006, the
most blocks in a game for the Broncs since rejecting 10 Loyola
shots on January 6, 2004.  Freshmen Stephanie Wisniewski (10
blocks) and Ashley Anderson (eight blocks) accounted for 50
percent of Rider’s blocks in December...Entering the week of
December 18, Rider was 48th in the NATION in blocked shots per
game (4.4).

Nothing in Common
Rider and Army do not have any common opponents on the
2006-07 schedule.

Two-minute warning
In the final two minutes of games, Rider is shooting 21-43 from the
field (.488), out-scoring the opposition 65-52.  Sophomore Maura
Gillooly has 17 of the Broncs 65 points (26 percent) in the last
two minutes of games.

Academic Achievement - Four women’s
basketball players and student coach honored
On December 7 Rider honored 164 student-athletes who excelled
in the classroom in the Spring of 2006 as part of Academic
Achievement Night. Of the 164, 13 achieved a 4.0. Current
women’s basketball team members Danielle Costantino, Janele
Henderson, Maura Gillooly and Kara Borel were honored, along
with student coach and former player Heather Landis.  The
volleyball team had a 3.6 team grade point average, the highest of
the 20 Rider teams, and was one of 54 NCAA Division I teams to
receive the Game Plan/AVCA Team Academic Award. The Rider
wrestling team ranked 18th in the nation in team grade point
average for the second consecutive season, and the Rider field
hockey team was one of 48 Division I teams to be honored for
having a team grade point average above 3.0.

Junior guard Janele Henderson has been the Broncs leading
scorer in six out of 12 games this season and is accounting for
20% of the scoring offense.

Sepulveda Starting to be Super
Freshman Amanda Sepulveda, in her first collegiate start, posted
career high’s in points, assists, minutes played and three-point
field goals at Wagner on December 29, 2006 and tied her career-
high with 10 points against St. Bonaventure on December 30,
2006 in her second collegiate start.
