What is a Choral Hearing and why do | need to do one?

Hearings are used to determine placement within the choirs of Rider University’s Westminster Choir College (WCC).
These ensembles are required components of the WCC curriculum but are open to all students at Rider University.
Hearings take place at the beginning of every school year and are required of all students who are interested in being in
an ensemble. Hearings are used to determine the voicing in core curricular ensembles (Chapel Choir and Symphonic
Choir) and possible placements in select ensembles. Auditions for the Westminster Concert Bell Choir will take place on
Wednesday, September 2 at 5 pm in Fine Arts 139. Email Kathy Shaw at eshaw@rider.edu for more information.

What do | need to prepare?

Before your choral hearing, you will need to fill out an online audition form. All WCC students must submit their forms
by Monday, August 17, 2020. Non-WCC students may submit their forms up until the week of the hearings. Access the
form here:_https://forms.gle/TyV7N8kSUtLEMAKYA The choral hearing process includes:

PREPARED Memorize 1-2 minutes of a selection that demonstrates your musicianship. This can be an art song, aria, folk
PIECE song, or hymn. You must provide your own accompaniment (live or pre-recorded) or you may sing a cappella.
(The “Appcompanist” app is available for a free 30-day trial on iPhone and Android phones).

SIGHT You will be given a short example to sight-sing. Take one minute to look at the line before singing. Singing on
READING solfege, numbers, or a single vowel (like “00”) are all acceptable. Keep a steady tempo and try not to stop once
you have begun singing the example. If you would like to practice, use a hymnal, basic music text, or online
resources and practice singing individual lines without the aid of a piano.

AURAL All singers will take the AMMA (Advanced Measures of Music Audiation) aural assessment online prior to their
ASSESSMENT  hearing. The assessment will take approximately 20 minutes and can be completed at your convenience. An
access code for the assessment will be provided during the week of August 17 once you have completed and
submitted the audition form.

Who will be listening? Ensemble conductors and other faculty members.

When and where do the Choral Hearings take place?

Choral hearings will take place online during orientation week. It is extremely important to honor your hearing time.
Missing it may forfeit any possible spot in select ensembles as well as the opportunity to sing in performances during the
year. All students will receive their scheduled time and a Zoom meeting link via email. Please arrive at your hearing no
later than 5 minutes in advance. A graduate assistant will meet you in the Zoom waiting room.
