In addition to the departmental core requirements (21 credits), which is required of all majors in the department, each student
must complete (an additional 24 credits). Students pursuing a degree in the Department of Communication and Journalism
must choose among the following majors: communication studies; digital media: film, TV and radio, graphic design, journalism,
public relations and web design. Students may not carry a double major within the department.

Note: If a student receives a grade lower than “C” in a course required in a major or minor in the department, the student must
repeat the course. Credit will only be awarded once for a course that is repeated. The student must also repeat the course
before enrolling in any course for which it is a prerequisite.
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
