Is there anything else | should do if | decide to apply for a Newcombe Scholarship?
Yes. Register for the number of credits you indicated on your application. If you are not
registered at the time of award review, an award cannot be provided. Register as soon as
possible and apply for financial aid (if applicable).

If I am a current Newcombe Scholarship recipient, do | need to reapply every semester?
A complete application (all three pieces) is required for the fall semester only and/or if you
are a first-time applicant.

Does the Newcombe Scholarship have a grade point requirement?
A minimum grade point of 2.5 is required; however, to be competitive the grade point average
should be at least 2.75.

If 1 apply for a Newcombe Scholarship, must I also apply for other financial aid through the
Office of Financial Aid?
Yes, applicants need to provide a summary of their Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA) with their application. FAFSA is filed online at www.studentaid.gov. If a student is
not eligible to file the FAFSA application, they will need to provide a signed tax return and/or
explanation of income and why they will not file a FAFSA application.
